


Who We are

The civil association “Grupo de Teatro Comunitario Los Pompapetriyasos” was 

born from the work of a group of neighbors from Parque Patricios and arround 

that found in the neighborhood their own space of  creation, expresion and 

colective construction. 

 

The origin was in the year 2002 from the convocation of the itinerant cultural tent 

(located at that moment in the Parque de los Patricios). From there we connect 

with the neighborhood that is the place that is our source of inspiration and 

transformation when it comes to expressing what disturbs us on the scene.

We are a very heterogeneous group conformed by a wide diversity of people 

of professions, trades, social segments, ages and different origins. A group open 

to the community that can be part of any person willing to join this proposal 

of creation.



We generate colective artistic productions in which we abord 
specific problems of the territory we live. In this way we consolidate 
spaces that foment the creation in alternatives forms but stables of 
comunication and streght the bond between the neighboors.
 
We socialize diferents tecnic knowledge oriented to stimulate the 
creative capacity of the participants.
We promote the comunnity participation and the integration of kids, 
pre teenangers, teenangers and adults of Parque Patricios and all of 
them that want to join the activities oriented to the artistic intervation 
of the public space.
We stimulate the meeting between people of diferent generations, 
social classes, origin and profession promoting the intership, the 
comunication, the recognition and the respect for diversity inside the 
group and the work place.

What We do



Arising from the collective work of a group of neighbors from  Parque Patricios, 
the Civil Association “Los Pompapetriyasos Community Theater Group” has 
been working for 10 years to multiply neighborhood participation, fostering 
the consolidation of a sense of community and contributing to recovery and 
revaluation of public spaces.
 
From our birth we work in the plays with the neighborhood, with the 
individual and collective histories of its inhabitants, the problems 
that define them, their past and their present. The group was formed 
during 2002, when the Catalinas Sur Community Theater Group 
and the Barracas Cultural Circuit sought, with the support of the 
city government at that time, to expand their artistic proposal to 
other neighborhoods based on what was called the Itinerant Cultural 
Tent. The first show we did was called Con familias como esta, and I 
tried to tell how the appearance of money in a family had led to the 
destruction of ties.
 

telling our oWn history



The play was premiered in October 2002 and was carried out until July 
2003. During this time the group and the work were growing from the 
presentations made in the “Parque de Los Patricios”.
 
After a second and short experience with the end of year party of the 
Honor and Gratitude Club, in December 2003, the group was invited to 
participate in the First National Meeting of Community Theaters in the 
town of Patricios, premiering in that
opportunity the play “Visita Guiada”, as part of an invitation to visit and 
look with another eye at Parque Patricios, which was the space for our 
rehearsals at that time. “Visita Guiada” was a milestone in the group 
and emerged from theatrical exercises, but in fact it was born from 
looking at the square and thinking about its deterioration, decadence 
and loneliness, a true reflection of the situation of the neighborhood 
itself: a neighborhood that It was a middle class that became 
impoverished from the social crises that our country went through 
throughout its history. The proposal was oriented to “make talk” to 
space and make it live and habit it in a different way to the one that was 
incorporated, “automated”.

This work, somewhat reflective and critical but with a desire to generate 
a transformation, defined the form and the objective in which the group 
worked from then on. This show, difficult to move because it makes 
much more sense in its own territory, It was took to:
 
(I) to other places, (II) to the two community theater meetings of 
Patricios (2003-2004), (III) to the community theater meeting in La 
Plata, to the multidisciplinary meeting “Avecinarte” of Patricios and to 
the Concert for the life and the memory of the boys of Cromagnon 
(2005), (IV) to the festival of Vicente López (2004), and (V) to the 
theater festival of Uruguay (2008). However, it was in the square where 
it originated and acquired its greatest identity.





In June of 2006 the neighborhood was mobilized becouse of the 
extention of the subway “Línea H” and the Pompapetriyasos where forced 
to move of the Park “De los Patricios”.

It was when the group decide to take  the risk of start the rehersals in the 
Park “Parque Ameghino”, a space in witch  there wasń t a lot of circulation 
of people, a place deserted and stigmatized by there oun environment 
and story.

The park used to be the cementry of the south, a place that burried the 
death of the epidemic named “Fiebre Amarilla” durin the year 1871, an 
epidemic that killed ten porcent of the poblation. It was also a place 
where people and families wait to see the prisoners given that in front 
it used to be the jail of “Caseros”, and today people wait to see there 
families that are in the hospital “Muñiz”.



On November 18 and 19 of 2006, we held the Community Theater 
Encounter in Buenos Aires, a weekend in which more than 10 
community theater groups and more than 500 neighbors-actors 
participated. 

In 2009 and within the framework of the discussion of the Audiovisual 
Communication Services Law, we worked on ¡Extra! Extra! questions 
that go round that premiered in 2010 in a “Communication Day,
Art and Media “held at the Ameghino Park and organized by the group 
for the neighbors of the neighborhood. The same had the presence of 
the journalist Eduardo Anguita as a panelist and neighbor. This show 
was also held in February and December 2010 at the Espacio Cultural 
Nuestros Hijos (ECUNHI).

In recent years, the group decided to organize and form a social 
organization under the figure of civil association. This new stage is 
marked by the desire to improve the artistic quality of the productions, 
the maturation of the working group and the focus on the instances of 
formation and multiplication with the neighbors.

It is precisely this space linked 
to death that the group links 

to life, recovering it and living 
it from the trials, the functions, 

the meetings, workshops, 
talks, days of play and 

reflection. And from this the 
neighborhood has 
slowly returned to 

appropriate the park.



The economic support received from the diversity of institutions
(Proteatro, National Theater Institute, National Secretariat for Children
Adolescence and Family -SENAF-, Cultural Promotion Regime of 
the Government of the City of Buenos Aires) since 2008 allowed 
us to have our own physical space. From there, different Instant 
Theater Workshops were held in the Ameghino Park and a number 
of Games Days with parents, children, uncles, cousins, grandparents, 
grandchildren, and nephews in our theater.

We also made the mural located in the theater and in front of it; and 
during 2012 we premiered “What the plague left us” show that was 
declared of cultural interest by the cultural promotion regime of 
the city government. These 10 years of constant work in the public 
neighborhood space deserved a “Recognition to the Path” that the 
Commission of Culture of the Legislature of the Autonomous City of 
Buenos Aires granted us during the year 2012.





The theater of Pompas is located on the corner formed by the streets 
Avenue Brasil and Esteban de Luca in Buenos Aires, Argentina and, 
with much collective effort, was able to give the place an aesthetic 
convener transforming it into a pleasant and attractive space that was a 
clear reference of the presence of the group in the neighborhood.
 
Until that moment, who wanted to participate had to track us in the 
places and in the moments of rehearsal or staging, now he simply has 
to have the desire to enter the theater and see what happens.

This change generated a strong impact in the call of the neighbors and 
in the ways of participation of this group. Many teenagers, adults and 
children approached from the wide range of workshops (theater and 
music, circus, percussion, making masks, guitar, photography, plastic, 
among others) that allowed to socialize this diversity of languages.



This was fundamental for the growth of the group. However, in this 
instance, it is essential, on one hand, to continue having a recurring 
visibility in the public space of the neighborhood and, on the other, 
to ensure that the workshops and all of their summonses (children, 
adolescents and adults) participate in the artistic collective’s productions 
applying the acquired technical knowledge.

We went from being a group of 35 stable people to being part of a 
project of which about 400 people participate. Our desire to transform 
ourselves into a cultural reference for the community forces us not 
to stay inside, not to lock ourselves inside the theater to avoid being 
recognized only by the place but also by what we do. Because we 
believe that public space is everybody’s space and because it was always 
our scenario and our place of communication with the community.
